Main expenditure trends for the first half of the 2012/13 financial year 
 
Expenditure in the first six months of 2011/12 amounted to R 821.304 million or 45 per cent of the 
adjusted appropriation of R1.841 billion. Expenditure in the first six months of 2012/13 amounted 
to R 816.583 million or 42 per cent of the adjusted appropriation of R1.958 billion which is 3 per 
cent less compared to the same period last financial year. 

The decrease can be attributed to slow spending in program 6, due to slow payment and 
implementation of current and capital infrastructure projects as well as slow spending in goods 
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and services of program 3 with their projects starting normally in the second semester of the 
financial year.  

Programme 1: Administration 

An analysis shows an increase of 19 per cent in spending as compared to the same period from 
the previous financial year due to the fact that during the first half of 2011/12 all finance pots were 
not filled as yet a and people were appointed from October up to January. There are increases in 
spending in goods & services as a result of increased costs in security services and admin fees 
(bank charges) which have both exceeded their budget by more than 100 per cent already. 

Programme 2: Civilian Oversight 

An increase of 25 per cent is due to the fact that the Department has started the process of 
correcting PERSAL linkages and a substantial percentage of personnel are now placed 
accordingly.

Expenditure in the first six months of 2011/12 amounted to R 821.304 million or 45 per cent of the 
adjusted appropriation of R1.841 billion. Expenditure in the first six months of 2012/13 amounted 
to R 816.583 million or 42 per cent of the adjusted appropriation of R1.958 billion which is 3 per 
cent less compared to the same period last financial year. 

The decrease can be attributed to slow spending in program 6, due to slow payment and 
implementation of current and capital infrastructure projects as well as slow spending in goods 
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and services of program 3 with their projects starting normally in the second semester of the 
financial year.

Expenditure from this programme is at 49.7 per cent after the first half of the current financial 
year. Expenditure on Goods and Services is at 48.9 per cent and expenditure on Compensation 
of Employees is at 49.8 per cent after the first six months of the current financial year.  

The Departmental Goods and Services budget is centralised in Programme 1 for the current 
financial year and will be decentralised to other programmes for the 2013/14 financial year. The 
reason was mainly as the department is a new vote in the province with a limited working capital.
